To enable a third party to help
manage your finances requires
either an Enduring Power of
Attorney, a Guardianship Order
or a High Court appointed Committee pursuant
to the Mental Health Ordinance. An Enduring
Power of Attorney must be signed at a solicitors’
firm in Hong Kong whilst you still have mental
capacity. It is intended to help you prepare for the
future, as an Enduring Power of Attorney remains
effective, even after mental capacity is lost.

If you have an Enduring Power of

Attorney, your attorney can register it

with the High Court upon your loss

of mental capacity. This is actually
a straightforward process that your solicitor will
help with. If you do not have an Enduring Power
of Attorney, a family member/carer could help
apply for a Guardianship Order or a High Court
Order depending on your circumstances.
